POLI 136a -- Take-home Assignment 
(For optional 33% of course grade)
The year is 2019. Since we Earthlings didn’t seem to be using it very much, aliens from various parts of the galaxy have settled Antarctica and created a single, multi-national state on the continent, consisting of Klingons (65%), Vulcans (20%) and Martians (15%). They make a fine living exporting snow to humans in the earth’s more temperate zones, since global warming has made that commodity somewhat rare and valuable. 

          By 2070, tensions among the various alien groups of Antarctica have grown. Representatives from the UAA (the United Aliens of Antarctica) approach the United Nations for help in resolving the dispute.

          You are the United Nations’ High Commissioner for Alien Affairs. Your mission, should you choose to accept it, is to offer a workable peace plan for the region. Your peace plan will be judged (ie, graded) based on the likelihood that it will prevent violence among the aliens. However, since the UN is poor, high priority will be given to solutions that don’t require the presence of armed peacekeeping troops (which are expensive to maintain). 

          Note that there is a slight concentration of Vulcans near the Antarctic coast, where warm temperatures make snow somewhat more difficult to harvest. Otherwise, due to years of peaceful coexistence, the groups are sufficiently mixed in the other areas to make partition impractical. Nevertheless, the UAA has asked about the possibility of partition, and you should include in your answer an explanation as to why you don’t think it would work.
