01 – Brickwork is all fixed. Brand-new windows with stone sills.
02 – New steps, walk, handrails.
03 – New brick steps, stone stoop, ceramic tile porch, rehabbed original door.
04 – Inside the front door looking to the Left at the Living Room. New custom gas fireplace, new engineered bamboo flooring (we don’t get the furniture—it’s just to stage the rooms).
05 – Looking back out the front.
06 – Entryway with exposed brick.
07 – Looking toward the back from the Living Room. We may zone a TV/Family Room space in the foreground middle section, and a Dining ‘Room’ in the background.
08 – Middle section of living area, dining area, and open kitchen with breakfast island around to the Right.
09 – No fridge; we’ll have to get a new one.
10 – All wiring and lighting new and up to code.
11 – Back toward the front Living Room.
12 – Glass door to basement looking through to exposed brick.
13 – Solid-surface countertops.
14 – In back, looking through the door of the Half-Bath and out its window.
15 – Cool built-in lighted glass shelves.
16 – New everything. Fantastic gas stove. I’ll probably still cuss when I cook.
17 – Crappy photo looking past sliding frosted glass door of Half-Bath through to its window.
18 – Sink in the Half-Bath.
19 – Another crappy Half-Bath photo.
20 – Crappy photo of hookups in the Laundry Room across from Half-Bath. There is now a dryer vent in the wall. No washer and dryer; we’ll have to get new ones.
21 – Master Bedroom upstairs above the Dining Room. Mirrored sliding door into the Master Bath.
22 – Master Bedroom.
23 – Crappy photo of Master Bedroom closet.

25 – Crappy photo of shower without window. It still looks fantastic—brightly lit.
26 – Why.
27 – Yet another crappy Master Bath photo.
28 – Larger of the two front Bedrooms. The other one is not shown, but is much smaller—less than 40% of this area (one window).
29 – Second-floor Bath with regular-sized whirlpool tub.
30 – Crappy photo of weird inner basement room with white-painted, cemented rock walls, a little glass-block window, one that you can open, and the electrical panel. New luxury vinyl floor and unfinished bead-board low ceiling.
31 – Crappy photo of more finished outer room of basement, but still with low ceiling.
32 – Door to balcony from the side out of Master Suite; door to covered deck out the side from hall by Half-Bath and Laundry Room.
33 – Entrance to two-car Garage that faces onto the back alley.
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
